This half term we are learning:

English: In English, we will be continuing our work on our non-chronological reports
about pangolins and will be creating our own reports about a creature of our choice.
We will then move onto a new explanation text unit about robot animals

Maths: We will be completing work based around our four operations and will then
be focussing on using fractions in different ways. We will continue to work on
increasing the speed of our times tables knowledge.

Science: Our new Science topic will focus on rocks and soils. We will find out about
different types of rocks, how fossils are formed and different layers of soil.

RE: We will be learning all about different Jewish celebrations.

Computing: In our computing lessons, we will be continuing our work on coding
before moving onto a focus on touch typing.
